RE : Conduct Assessment Scheme 2010-2011

The Conduct Assessment Scheme is implemented to nurture students’ self-discipline, responsibility, good
conduct, and also the spirit to serve. Students are commended or penalized according to their performance.
Conduct marks are awarded or deducted as the criteria stipulated as follows:

For major discipline problems like disrespect to
teachers, foul languages, damage of public
property, bullying, truancy, cheating, violent
behaviours, dishonest behaviours, theft, frequent
violation of school regulations (e.g. frequent
lateness, problems on uniform and appearance) etc.

3) Points to notice on Conduct Assessment Scheme

e The base mark of conduct marks for all students is 70. The marks are changed by addition or
deduction of conduct marks and the conduct marks will be finalized at the end of each term.

e A blemish record will be issued for every deduction of 15 marks. Parents of the students concerned
will be notified for a meeting with class teachers.

e For a deduction of 30 marks, parents of the students concerned will be notified for a meeting with
class teachers and discipline teachers.

e Students are not qualified for a grade A in conduct once they have got a deduction of 2 marks or
above, or borne a blemish records or above.

e Students attaining a grade A in conduct should fulfill the basic requirements of conduct marks in
‘good learning attitude’ and “services’. (S1 to S3 or S7 : 10 marks or 5 marks respectively ; S4 to S6 :
12 or 8 marks respectively)

e Conduct grades are classified into A, B+, B, B-, C+, C, C-, D and E. Conduct A, B+, C- or D will be
adjustable in Conduct meeting whereas the rest will be determined solely in accordance with the
conduct marks that students obtain in the e-discipline system.

e All award and penalty records (merits, credits, major credits, blemish records, demerits and major
demerits) will be printed on report cards at the end of the school year.

e The above information is for reference only. It is subject to change by Discipline Committee.

e From mid-September onwards, students and parents can check the conduct marks and discipline
records in the e-discipline system through the school intranet. The procedures will be as follows.

0 Go to the school internet (http://intranet.wscss.edu.hk or through the link provided in our school
webpage) first.

0 Login ID : the six digits of the students’ card number (S1 students or new students need to add
*S” in front of the six digits)

o0 Password : digits and numbers of the Hong Kong Identity Card of students. If students forget
the password, they can consult the IT technical staff Mr. Wong and Mr. Tsang for assistance.

o After entering the school internet, click to " %%, for Chinese version. Choose ‘e-service’ and
then ‘e-Discipline’.  Students can access to ‘Conduct and Misconduct’, ‘Awards and
Punishments’ and ‘Personal Report” for necessary information.
